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INTRODUCTION  

The Following are four “community songs” by T. V. Ramos taken from a hymn sheet dated                
November 19​th ​1962. The hymn sheet was given to me by Mr. Solomon Cayetano of               
Dangriga now deceased. It is an exact replica of the songs on the hymn sheet including the                 
topic “community songs”.  

Although history has mainly named T. V. Ramos as the leader during the struggle for the                
recognition of a “Garifuna Day” etc., there were other leaders who worked alongside him,              
as referenced in the letters to authorities commencing 1941 and in folk tales or oral history.                
These leaders were as referenced from the signatures  on the 1941 Resolution attached:  

• ​Catarino Benguche (father of Nurse Patricia Benguche)  

• ​Mathias Avaloy (father of Benjamin, Leonie ”Cook”, & Ned Avaloy)  

According to folk tales Catarino Benguche was the Secretary and was well known for his 
abilities in the writing and speaking of the English language.
